The surface of the footpath and the road outside Collin Bank is in a poor state of repair – The Chairman has sent photographs to the Highways Dept and hopefully improvements will be made shortly.  There is some controversy as to whether these areas belong to NY Highways or are privately owned.   The barrier at the end of the ginnel leading to Collin Spring Court awaiting repair. The grass verges on Darley Road have now been cut.   .
